Just this last spring when the Cougs traveled bathe IRA, we
all got to meet with Bob again and chat about W®jing, and
rowing at WSU. Even with his busy schedule as {IRaferee of
the IRA Regatta, Bob still took the time to talkdor crew.
Though he admits it is hard to stay connecteditmthhappening
in Pullman from his home just outside of Chicadp@ré is no
denying that his passion and love for Cougar Crasvdtayed
constant since he took his last strokes as a Caagaman.

A walk-on freshman in 1971, Bob says he was @laone of
the first on-water practices as a freshman, ifthefirst one. He
read about crew when he got to Pullman for classeke said
why not and joined the team. From there, Bob ctedpinany
memories over the next four years, some more ahlethdn oth-
ers. “l remember my first year on the team thetthmase blew
down, and | thought that was the end of it,” Bolls&But we
went down and rebuilt it, and got it going agaiflthough the
program was new in the early ‘70s, the Crew begainy suc-
cess very quickly, and Bob was right in the mixtof‘l was in
the lightweight eight that won the Midwest SprimaVisconsin,
in '73,” he said. “That was the team'’s first bignwi Bob also
added that some of his fondest memories were aliithes the
lightweights would beat the heavyweights.

Bob was also a part of WSU-UW race history asember of
the first Cougar boat to ever beat a Husky crevwemitine varsity
lightweight eight of 1974, his junior year, beat tHusky fresh-
man lightweight eight on the Snake River. “I'vél gfot my
Husky shirt that | won that day around here someghide said.
When asked what kept him rowing for all four yed@sb replied,
“I don't have a simple answer, it's hard to sayudt really en-
joyed it, but | can’'t remember what exactly abdutenjoyed. |
just did.” He did like the people he rowed withdahe recalls
that the team was made up of an “interesting coatluin of peo-
ple” that kept things fun.

Since his time at WSU, Bob has taken his Idv@wing to
new heights. He got involved with officiating rade Seattle in
1980 when he heard that USRowing was in need afntekrs.
Since then, Bob has moved up the ranks of offiogain the
United States, now sitting as the Director of traidbhal Referee
Training School for USRowing, the national govembody of

Bob and Wwife Christine
were able to take their daughter Hannah, who waptad from
China, back to see the sites of the area and exyeriher heri-
tage. “It was an absolute kick in the butt blaBgb said.

Bob’s time with USRowing is volunteer, and @amtly he is a
professor and Chair of the Department of Basicr®ee at the
National University of Health Sciences in Lombadiiiyois. Bob
still ergs, and rows his single when he gets tlanch. “I've put
a lot into the sport, and gotten a lot back,” hgssédThe sport is
different, and that's why its great, along with theople in it.”
He's happy to see that the club team at WSU isgstihg strong,
and that “the chance for people to participat®iething to be
commended.” Although he is busy, Bob enjoys theeeiences
he is able to have in his life. “Right now,” heysa'life is
good.”

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A 25-day, 500-mile rowing fund-raiser for theaMh of Dimes came to a successful end at the \Wgisin State University Crew
Shellhouse at Wawawai Landing on the Snake Rivargfter 10:00 a.m. last Friday (July 25). GenevBxs and Carlene Anders began
their journey on July 1 where the Columbia Riversses the border with Canada. They averagedyest2® miles a day in their Hud-
son “double” racing shell, rowing down the Columtnahe Tri-Cities and then up the Snake to thegao$hellhouse just outside Pull-
man.

The couple is continuing to work to raise $00,0t0 be split between the March of Dimes and\thenatal Intensive Care Unit at the
University of Washington Medical Center. Their sBanny, now five and a half (born at 24 weeksaysd 1 Ib., 10 oz. on Christmas
Eve, 2002), spent four months in the UWMC NICU afiis birth. Gene and Carlene have maintaineddsaips with several of staff
and families that they met while Danny was thera witl devote part of the trip’s proceeds to teclogy support for other parents of
children who require the services of the NICU.

Gene and Carlene made this trip 20 years agmglthe month before they were married, and whtdedo it again to celebrate their
anniversary and to contribute to a cause and awrar¢hat does so much to benefit babies, pagityithose born prematurely . “It was
really great to be able to focus on a major task e could do together. With our two kids (daeghdessi, is 12), our business, our
coaching, and all our other projects, we'd gottsadito “divide and conquer” too much. And we wérgatting enough time to
talk. There’s nothing like sitting three feet agarthe middle of a river for 6 to 8 hours a daygive you a chance to talk,” noted Gene.

There was only one day that the couple coutdaw due to wind and only three times when weafbered the couple off the water
to wait for things to calm down. The longest mijean a day was 33 miles (done twice), the londagtfrom start to finish was 11
hours, and the longest continuous time in the b@at4 ¥2 hours (when Gene and Carlene pushed 18 tmitay good-bye to the first
support crew before they left to go home).

Support Crews:

Steve and Andi Shotwell and family (Carlengdsinger sister), Jack and Mary Dowers (Gene's pigyelnynne and Robin Anders
(Carlene’s mother and youngest sister), Grace mnd.drsen and family (friends from Pateros), Lidartenson and Wendy Stuben-
rauch (friends from Methow Valley), Mark and MarByighton and family (the family that Carlene stayeith while Danny was in the
NICU), Connie Wood (family friend and long-time lnesss assistant) volunteered to run Gene and @ésléeme day care business for
the duration of the trip.

Support Crews usually worked five days and wesponsible for shadowing the crew while rowingase of bad weather, accident,
or physical problems, moving and setting up canegping the rowers fed, and taking care of theis kidll did outstanding work, went
home thoroughly exhausted, and made the trip plessib

Government and Business support:

National Park Service (four campgrounds oneLBkosevelt), Cabin by the River LLC (cabinattheriszom), Washington State Park

I have worked here for over four years now hade decided that this can’t wait any longer. §atencerns do not just exist on
rough water days. We are regularly using all sinwf4’s and all six of our 8’s. But the challergfegetting a boat off the top racks
(located eleven feet above ground) is an extremiéfigult and dangerous maneuver.

Let me paint you a picture: 3 guys shimmyhmpracks that hold the boats on the wall side (tdayhelp lift off one side of the
boat as they lean over the boat below them), 3 tiatlre
guys shimmy up onto the 2 inch edge of the rack on
one foot with nothing to really hang onto (theylwil
have the most dangerous position as the entire boat
must be lowered from above their heads to those be-
low). 3 more guys await the decent of the 250 pound
shell atop rickety two-foot high step ladders; whil
everyone else holds their breath.
